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The article analyzes the approaches of recent researchers to the assessment of the European
experience of multiculturalism policy. The analysis of the historiography shows that
multiculturalism is considered as a policy, a discourse and a set of rights. There is no unified
approach of scholars to the advantages and disadvantages of multiculturalism as a model
of interaction in the context of globalization and modern challenges. The author notes
the preservation of a wide range of assessments of multiculturalism — from criticism to the need
to continue such a policy in modernized models. The policy of multiculturalism is studied from
the perspective of both its threats and new opportunities that its implementation can create.
The researchers point to the few attempts by European governments to truly consistently
implement multiculturalism policies, as well as failed projects that have not been critically
reviewed and continued. The researchers predict possible negative social consequences

in case of abandonment of the principles of diversity and cultural pluralism, and therefore
emphasize the urgency for European governments to build effective political interaction with
their diverse populations. It is emphasized that multiculturalism (or its updated models) has
the potential to promote sustainable and effective social integration in multicultural societies.
The historiography of the study emphasizes the importance of distinguishing between
multiculturalism as an idealized model and real multiculturalism, which can be compromised
and adapted to the specific historical trajectories of each nation. Studies on multiculturalism
emphasize the importance of modern European states pursuing a policy in which the interaction
of people of different cultures is perceived as a space for opportunities, not as a threat. It is
emphasized that there has not yet been a significant improvement, updating, adaptation to
the current challenges of research conceptual tools for the study of multiculturalism.
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
