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The article examines the peculiarities of the historiography of ethnocultural autonomy. The
purpose of the article is to systematise the main scientific sources in order to assess the level
of study of the topic of ethnocultural autonomy and the issues that need to be clarified. The
author identifies the range of authors, scientific publications, research institutions that study
extraterritorial autonomy, its models, and national cases. It is noted that although the study
of this type of autonomy has intensified in recent decades, the debate on its content,
configuration, conceptual and categorical characteristics continues. Attention is drawn to
the groundless fears regarding the introduction of the institution of ethnocultural autonomy.
This requires the formation of a holistic understanding of such autonomy among the public,
and especially among national minorities.

The analysis of historiography has revealed several trends: 1) there is no terminological
unity; several concepts are used to refer to this type of autonomy: ethnocultural, national-
cultural, cultural, extraterritorial, non-territorial, 2) European ethnopolitical science pays
the greatest attention to the topic of ethnocultural autonomy. This process has been
observed from the beginning of the conceptualisation of the institution within Austria-
Hungary to the present day. It is within Europe that many ethnocultural autonomies have
been formed in recent decades, and their experience needs to be studied and evaluated;
3) in the national historiography, ethnopolitical scientists of the V.M. Koretsky Institute
of State and Law of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine paid the most attention
to the study of the institution of extraterritorial autonomy. They argued for the optimality
of the concept of ‘ethnocultural autonomy’ and repeatedly drew attention to the expediency
of its institutionalisation in Ukraine.

It is emphasised that nowadays the topic of ethnocultural autonomy and the prospect of its
introduction in Ukraine should be given a new impetus. The recently updated legislation on
national minorities (communities) does not even mention the institution of national and cultural
autonomy (as it was in the 1992 Law of Ukraine ‘On National Minorities in Ukraine’). Despite
the underestimation of this instrument of democratic ethnopolitics by lawmakers, the need for
its thorough study and implementation does not diminish.
