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The relevance of the study is driven by the global trend of digitalization of socio-political
processes, which is fundamentally changing traditional electoral procedures. The introduction
of e-voting technologies and other digital tools challenges the established mechanisms
for ensuring the fundamental principles of suffrage, creating both new opportunities for
democratization and significant risks to the legitimacy of elections. This requires a thorough
political science analysis of the transformation of the principles of universality, equality, direct
suffrage, secret ballot, and free voting in the new technological reality.

The purpose of the article is to conduct a comprehensive political science analysis
of the impact of digitalization on the implementation and substance of the classic principles
of suffrage.

The following methods were used to achieve this purpose: a systemic approach to analyze
the electoral process as an integral, transforming system, a comparative analysis to contrast
traditional and electronic voting models; a content analysis of international standards
and reports from monitoring missions (OSCE/ODIHR, The Carter Center); and an institutional
method to study changes in the legal norms governing elections.

Results. The study has shown that digitalization has a mixed impact on electoral principles.
On one hand, it promotes the principle of universality by engaging citizens with disabilities
and those residing abroad. On the other hand, it creates a risk of a “digital divide,” which
violates the principle of equality. The principle of direct suffrage is challenged by the potential
for third-party interference in the online voting process. The principle of secrecy faces
the greatest threats, as ensuring anonymity and data protection in a digital environment is
a complex technical task. Meanwhile, the principle of free suffrage is confronted with new
forms of pressure and manipulation through cyberattacks and disinformation campaigns. It
is concluded that the successful integration of digital technologies requires the development
of new legal and technical standards capable of adapting classic electoral principles to
modern conditions.
